C.1 SCOPE.

C.3. REQUIREMENTS.

C.3.1 Production.

         All components and exterior shipping containers will be furnished by the Government.

C.3.1.1  Using best commercial practices, the contractor shall package each listed component in the quantity required for one HyPAK.  Quantities are specified on the packing list.

C.3.1.2  The contractor shall label each package with the part number and quantity enclosed, in sufficient size to be easily read.  

C.3.1.3  The contractor shall seal into each exterior container (a) all packaged components required to constitute one HyPAK, and (b) one copy of the packing list.
C.3.1.4  The contractor shall band each HyPAK container to its own wooden pallet.

C.3.1.5  The contractor shall label each HyPAK container as follows:
