(ii) Evaluate 100% of the acquisition cost (including cost of transportation, and installation, and enhancenent
paid by the Governnment) of such property against the offer of the prime contractor proposing to use such subcontractor.

M 3 EVALUATI ON CF OFFERS

The award of a contract will be made to the offeror whose proposal offers the best value to the Government based on an integrated
assessnment of five factors: (1) Technical, (2) Quality, (3) Past Performance, (4) Small Business Participation and (5) Price.

The Technical factor contains two subfactors: Design and Carbon Fill. The Design subfactor will be evaluated on a go/no go
basis. The Carbon Fill subfactor will be evaluated along with the remaining three factors on a best value basis. The nonprice
factors are nore inportant than price. Wthin the nonprice factors, the Carbon Fill, Quality and Past Performance are

approxi mately of equal inportance. The Small Business Participation is |less inportant than each of these nonprice factors.
However, if the non-priced factors of Carbon Fill, Quality, Past Performance and Smal| Business tend to equalize, price becones
nore significant. Because this is a best value procurenent, the Government reserves the right to nake an award to sonmeone other
than the low priced offeror or the highest technically rated.

2. Any proposal that is unrealistically high or lowin price nay be deened indicative of a failure to conprehend the
Government’s requirenments and may be rejected for such a reason. Oferors are urged to ensure that their proposals are submtted
on the nost favorable terns in order to reflect their best possible potential, since |less than the optinal initial proposal could
result in the exclusion of the offeror fromfurther consideration.

3.  An evaluation team has been assigned to review the proposals and assist the SSA in selecting an offeror. O fers which fail
to neet established go/no go criteria will not be considered further.

4. Technical. Under this factor the Governnment will evaluate two subfactors, Design and Carbon fill.

a. Design. This factor will be evaluated on a Go/ No Go basis. A Go determnation will be based on the follow ng:
The design proposed is based significantly on proven filtering (gas |life and particul ate) design principles. Those
areas varying from proven design principles can be shown and easily eval uated to be capable of neeting the performance
requirenments for which it was designed or have data substantiating same. The offeror identifies all materials of

construction and provi des acceptable rational e/evidence with certification that naterials do not pose health problens

and

claims are verifiable. The offeror shows an adequate understanding of the mlitary unique requirenments and chooses

material s of construction which have inherent properties likely to neet the mlitary unique requirenents or has data
showi ng conpliance to requirements. Ofers failing to nmeet this criteria will receive a No-Go deternmination.

Quality.

b. Carbon-fill. The evaluation teamwi |l rate this factor as foll ows:

1. Excellent - The offeror denonstrates an excellent understanding of the key paranmeters affecting a
quality carbon bed in its description of the carbon fill process and interrelates how specific equi pnent
conponentry will be used to obtain the paranmeters it believes are inportant. The offeror plans on using
equi prent whi ch is capable of repeatedly controlling and obtaining the desired carbon bed properties (e.g.
uni formparticle size distribution, uniformconpaction, avoidance of irregularities in carbon face surface,
etc.). Integration of conputer controlled process equi pnent woul d be representative of an excellent

appr oach.

2. Cood - The offeror denpnstrates a good understanding of the key parameters affecting a quality carbon
bed and describes adequately how its equi pment will achieve these paraneters. Manual control is acceptable
for this rating. The fill equipnment is capable of producing acceptabl e carbon beds although the equi pnent
design and controls used may contribute to variance in carbon bed properties.

3. Marginal - The offeror fails to understand sonme of the paraneters which are inportant for obtaining a
quality carbon bed and its process equi pment design reflects this. For instance, no neasures are taken to
assure that the carbon particle size is uniformor that there is uniformpressure applied to assure the
carbon bed has uniformdensity. The equipnment design is judged unlikely to achieve desired paranmeters in
one or nore areas leading to risk. Based on the equipnment design sone doubt exists regarding ability of
the equi pnent to nass produce canisters with consistent carbon bed properties.

4. Unacceptable - The offeror in its description of the of the carbon fill equi pnent and process shows a |ack
of understanding of the parameters that are inportant for producing an acceptabl e carbon bed. The described carbon
fill equipnent is judged incapable of achieving desired carbon bed characteristics. The poor equipnment design does

not necessarily mean acceptable canisters can not be made, rather that there is high risk that the equi pment design
Wi Il produce canisters with high variance in their perfornmance, greatly enhancing the probability of frequent |ot
rejection.

Under this factor the Governnent will evaluate three subfactors, Quality Program Statistical Process Control,

and Test Equipnent. Quality Programand SPC are equal ly inportant. Test Equipnent is |east inportant.

Quality Program The evaluation teamw || rate the this subfactor as follows:
1. Excellent: Contractor is CP2 certified.
2. Good: Contractor is certified to |1SO 9001 or |1SO 9002 or neets those requirenents.

3. Adequate: Contractor has a previously approved quality systemw th mlestones for upgrading to nmeet |SO 9001
or 1SO 9002 prior to start of production.

4. Marginal: Contractor has an inspection systembut no plan for neeting | SO 9001 or | SO 9002.

5. Unacceptable: Contractor has an inadequate inspection systemor does not provide any information in his
proposal .

Statistical Process Control (SPC)

1. Excellent: Has inplenented an acceptable SPC plan. Uses SPC, design of equipnment (DOE), advanced techniques
as a managenment tool. Produces high quality material due to process control. Describes the planned application
of statistical process control techniques to C2A1 Canister production and identifies the processes seen as keys
to successful production of the canister.

2. Cood: Has an acceptable and inplenented SPC plan. Uses SPC generated data to inprove processes. Describes
the planned application of statistical process control techniques to canister production.

3. Adequate: Has an acceptable SPC plan. GCenerating data on sonme processes, but detailed plan nay not be
fully devel oped.
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4. Marginal: Does not have an acceptable SPC Plan. Provides nilestones for devel opment and inplenentation
of SPC and shows a grasp of SPC concepts.

5. Unacceptabl e: Does not have an acceptable SPC Plan. Provides no infornation on how process is controll ed.
c. Testi ng/ Test Equi prent

1. Excellent: The offeror denonstrates a thorough understanding of the test requirements. Currently has on
hand all of the required test equipnment. Has a |laboratory, certified by SBCCOM (or former CBDCOM), to perform
the testing required for this solicitation. Has test technicians famliar with operating the test equi pment
and has provided a well thought out plan for the location of the in-process as well as final acceptance test
equi prment .

2. Good: The offeror denobnstrates a good understanding of the test requirenments. Currently has on hand nost
of the required test equi pnent and has nmade arrangenents for obtaining the remaining test equipnment. Has test
technicians famliar with operating the test equi pment and has provided an acceptable plan for the |ocation of
the in-process as well as the final acceptance test equiprment. Has mlestones for getting lab certified.

3. Adequate: The offeror has sone test equi pnent on hand and has made arrangenments for obtaining the renaining
required test equipnent. Has test technicians on hand with famliarity with the required testing or has a very
good idea of what type of expertise is required. Has a milestone chart for obtaining and installing test

equi pment, hiring test technicians, building a | aboratory and obtaining certification fromSBCCOM Hi s test

equi prent | ayout plan is adequate.

4. Marginal: Has little or no test equiprment and no test technicians to operate the testers. There is no
| aboratory facility, test equipnment |ayout plan is inadequate and his mlestone chart for obtaining the equipnent,
personnel and certification is inadequate. Has mnimal know edge of the test requirenents.

5. Unacceptable: Proposal did not address this factor.

6. Past Performance. The governnment will evaluate the relevancy and quality of the offeror’s past performance as it relates to
the probability of successful acconplishnent of the required effort. Performance risks are those associated with an offeror’s
i kel i hood of success in perfornming the solicitation’s requirenents as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.
Consideration will be given to the degree to which the offeror has met all aspects of contract performance, including technical
performance, delivery schedul e confornmance, and the offeror’s general history of cooperative behavior and conmitnent toward
customer satisfaction on relevant contracts as defined in Section L (within the past three years). A significant achievenent,
problem or lack of relevant data in any el ement of the work can beconme an inportant consideration in the selection process.
Therefore, offerors are rem nded to include all relevant past efforts, including denpnstrated corrective actions, in their
proposal . As part of this effort, evaluators will consider relevant data extrinsic to the proposal which is otherw se available
to the governnment. This information will then be assessed along with the offeror’s proposal to determnine the performance risk.
O ferors are rem nded that while the governnent may el ect to consider data obtained from other sources, the burden of providing
thorough and conpl ete past performance information rests with the offerors.

The evaluation teamw Il rate this area as follows:

1. Excellent: No doubt exists, based on past performance, that the offeror will successfully performthe
required effort (Very low risk).

2. Cood: Proposal includes a significant portion of the work in ternms of dollar value (nore than 15% to be
performed in the Small Business (SB), HUBZone SB, Smal| Disadvantaged Business (SDB), Wnen-Owmed Smal | Business
(WOSB), and Historically Black Coll eges and University/ Mnority Institution (HBCU M) sector by the prine (if
so qualified) and/or as subcontractors or team menbers. O feror has evidence suggesting prior achieverment of
nost subcontracting plan or policy goals. Based on the offeror’s proposal and past performance history, the
offeror’s proposed goals and/or actions are significant and are considered realistic (Low risk).

3. Adequate: Proposal includes a reasonable portion of the work in terns of dollar value (nore than 109% or
conplexity to be performed in the Small Business (SB), HUBZone SB, Snull| Di sadvantaged Business (SDB), Wnen-

Omned Smal | Business (WOSB), and Historically Black Colleges and University/ Mnority Institution (HBCU M)

sector by the prime (if so qualified) and/or as subcontractors or team menbers. O feror has evi dence suggesting
prior achi evenent of some subcontracting plan or policy goals. Based on the offeror’s proposal and past perfornmance
history, the offeror’s proposed goals and/or actions are adequate and could be net if the offeror focuses attention
on them (Moderate risk).

4.  Marginal: Proposal includes a mninal portion of the work in terns of dollar value (less than 10% and
conpl exicity be performed in the Small Business (SB), HUBZone SB, Small D sadvantaged Busi ness (SDB), Wbnen- Omed
Smal | Business (WOSB), and Historically Black Colleges and University/ Mnority Institution (HBCU M) sector by
the prime (if so qualified) and/or subcontractors or team nenbers. Based on the offeror’s proposal and/or past
performance history, there is little likelihood that nore than a minimal portion of the work will be perfornmed
inthis sector. (High risk)

5. Poor: O feror denonstrates little or no conmtment to using SBs, HUBZone SBs, SDBs, WOSBs and HBCU M's. There
is no evidence that the offeror nmet his prior goals and/or shows no serious conmitnment and did not provide adequate
justification for not doing so. Based on the proposal and/or past perfornmance history, there is negligible Iikelihood
that anything other than a token portion of the work will be perforned in this sector. (Very high risk)

8. Price. The offeror shall be evaluated based on the proposal’s total overall evaluated price to the Government. The
proposed contract price will also be evaluated for reasonabl eness. Reasonabl eness neans that the cost does not exceed what woul d
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be incurred by a prudent business person in the conduct of conpetitive business.
