STATEMENT OF WORK

1.0 OBJECTIVE:





	The objective of this contract is to acquire Engineering Support Services (ESS) for the TACOM Tools and Training Systems CBU located at Rock Island for the acquisition of  the Intermediate New Generation Army Target Systems (INGATS).





2.0 BACKGROUND:





In accordance with GAO recommendation to reopen the procurement and reevaluate the proposals (based on GAO protest B-282511; B-252811.2), the Army is reopening the solicitation for the Intermediate New Generation Army Target Systems (INGATS).  This highly technical and unique solicitation dictates the need for support personnel knowledgeable in the area of acoustics and radar technologies





3.0 SCOPE OF WORK:

This contract requires the Contractor to provide personnel with engineering expertise in 


State-of-the-art acoustics and radar technologies to support the evaluation of offers from 


several contractors  offering various targetry systems which may consist of acoustics and/or radar technologies that may or may not be currently commercially available.





4.0 DESCRIPTION OF WORK:





4.1  The Contractor shall possess appropriate technical knowledge, education, and work experience to perform and conduct, in whole or in part, technical evaluations of proposals for the acquisition of a major target training system. The contractor will work in conjunction with Government personnel in support of the following functions:





Assist in the preparation of procurement solicitation (technical portions thereof)


Serve as Technical Sub-Team Chief of the Source Selection Evaluation Team.


Apply technical and engineering knowledge and experience in evaluating proposals.


Make oral and written recommendations of a technical nature to the SSA.


 Provide technical assistance, as required, to the Government in pre and/or post award discussions/negotiations with the contractor(s).


Provide expert technical opinions and testimony as necessary for any subsequent litigation resulting from his performance under this re-evaluation.


 Assist the government in conducting product testing.


 Submit written or oral progress reports as necessary.


Attend Government meetings.


Brief Higher Headquarters, DA, or other Government Agencies as required.


Attend Hearings.


Prepare briefing charts and supporting documentation necessary for high quality briefings on an as needed basis.


Interact with Government personnel and advise the Technical Sub-Team members, coordinate their activities, and mediate adversarial problems, as required.  Interaction does not include supervision of Government employees, or to be supervised by Government employees.  Recommends, but does not make decisions.





4.2  Contractor personnel shall not release any proprietary information or any source selection information obtained during the course of performance of this SOW.  Contractor personnel shall be bound by AR 25-55, Joint Ethics Regulations, DoDD 5500.7 and 5 CFR Part 2635, et seq., and the provisions of FAR and its supplements.  Contractor personnel must not have any conflict of interest with potential offerors for items/services related to this SOW.  Contractor personnel shall sign certifications concerning conflicts of interests, nondisclosure and rules of conduct as required during the performance of this SOW.  The contractor shall adhere to the Joint Ethics Regulation as covered in DOD 5505.7-R dated Aug 93 and other applicable Federal, State, and Local Laws.





4.3 ID Badges and Vehicle Registration: The contractor shall obtain any and all necessary badges and decals from the Government.  The badges shall identify contractor as a non-Government employee.  Parking on post shall be in designated “Contractor” parking spaces.  Such badges and decals shall be returned to the Government upon completion of this contract.








5.0 GOVERNMENT FURNISHED SUPPLIE, SERVICES, AND INFORMATION:





5.1.  The Government shall make available all documents, publications, directives, and regulations, to include draft's, necessary to accomplish this contract.





5.2  The Government shall make available access and use of on-site office space, desks/modules, chairs, telephones, typewriters, computers, reproduction equipment, and any specialized equipment and all supplies necessary to perform this contract. Such access and usage will be arranged through either of the Co-Team Leaders or their respective supervisors. 


 


The Government shall make available access to Government systems required to  


perform this evaluation. Entry to these systems will be controlled by the issuance of passwords and user identification codes. The Contractor shall acquire those controlling elements from the COR/PCO.





5.4  The Government shall make available access to facilities/personnel at TACOM-Rock Island and TACOM-ARDEC and any contractor facility and or other location necessary to accomplish this contract.





6.0  TRAVEL:





In support of the Description of Work, as described in paragraph 4.0, the Contractor shall be required to travel. Travel destinations/dates will be determined over time.  As a minimum, destinations will likely include TACOM-RI, various US Army Training Ranges and contractors’ installations. The Contractor shall secure approval from the Co-Team Leaders prior to the performance of any travel.





7.0  SECURITY:





The Contractor shall not have access to any classified data.  Data required to be reviewed by the contractor shall be proprietary in nature to each respective offeror.  





8.0  PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE:





This is a two-year Indefinite Delivery Type Contract with task orders to be issued for specific tasks to be performed.  Pricing for this contract shall be for Fiscal Year, 2000.  Contract performance shall be determined by individual requirements.  Each task order will be individually funded.





9.0  LOCATION OF SERVICES





The Contractor shall perform the services, as specified in paragraph 4.0, both his offices, at various contractor facilities and at various Government locations. Primary location will be at TACOM-ARDEC, Picatinny Arsenal, NJ.  Due to the high level of technical interface required between the Government personnel and the Contractor personnel, the Contractor personnel will be collocated with their Government counterpart whenever possible.
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
