SECTION L – INSTRUCTIONS, CONDITIONS AND NOTICES TO OFFERORS

L1 Definitions:

L.1.1 “Past performance information,” as used in this solicitation, is relevant information regarding a contractor’s actions under previously awarded contracts. It includes such considerations as the contractor’s record of conforming to specifications and to standards of good workmanship; the contractor’s adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; the contractor’s history for reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction; and generally, the contractor’s business-like concern for the interests of the customer.

L1.2 “Performance Risk, as used in this solicitation, is the risk associated with an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the solicitation’s requirements as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.

L.2 Format: 

      a.  The offeror’s proposal shall be submitted electronically.  Hard copy proposals will not be accepted.  Please refer to specific instructions for electronic submission of offers contained elsewhere in Section L of this solicitation.

      b.  The offeror’s proposal shall be submitted in two severable sections as set forth below.  All information specific to each section will be confined to that section.

            1) SECTION 1: PRICE

            2) SECTION 2:  PAST PERFORMANCE

L.3 Length:  Each section shall be as brief as possible.  Text pages shall not exceed 8-1/2 inches in width by 11 inches in length.  Fold out pages depicting sketches, work break down structures, etc., may be used.

L.4  SECTION 1 – PRICE:  The offeror’s Price Proposal shall consist of a completed Schedule B for the quantity identified therein.

L.5  SECTION 2 – PAST PERFORMANCE:  The offeror will provide the following information for all previous federal, state or local government and/or commercial contracts relevant to this solicitation effort, to include all prime and major subcontracts received, or still in performance, during the past 3 years.    Relevant past performance history is defined as a contract similar in size, scope, and complexity to the effort required in the solicitation for cases/containers for the protection of sensitive optical, precision mechanical, electronic instruments, test equipment, or similar items, from shock, vibration, temperature, rain, humidity, etc., i.e., those events/conditions occurring during transportation, storage, and handling.

j. Include information on problems encountered, including explanation of delivery schedule requirements that were not met, quality problems encountered, and any corrective actions taken to avoid problems in the future.  Also, if applicable, identify any significant achievements associated with contract performance.

k. Your (and significant subcontractor’s) CAGE/DUNS numbers and e-mail addresses 

L.5.1 If the offeror intends to subcontract more than ten percent of the total price of the effort, the offeror shall identify the proposed subcontractors and provide adequate information per L.5, to allow the Government to perform an evaluation of the subcontractors’ capabilities and ability to perform the required tasks.

L5.2 Offerors shall include in their proposal the written consent of their proposed subcontractors allowing the Government to discuss the subcontractor’s past performance with the offeror during negotiation, if applicable.

L5.3 Cancellations and terminations: Identify any recent contract (during the past 3 years), which may have been terminated, or cancelled for any reason, in whole or in part.  Include prime contracts, contracts under which you were a subcontractor and any of your subcontractors’ contracts.  Provide the information requested in L.5, above, for any of these contracts.  If there were no cancellations or terminations, please so state.

L.6 The Government will conduct a performance risk assessment based on the quality of the offeror’s, and significant subcontractors’, past performance as it relates to the probability of successful accomplishment of the required effort.  When assessing performance risk, the Government will focus its inquiry on past performance information of the offeror as it relates to the current solicitation requirements.

L.7 Offerors are reminded that both independent data and data provided by the offerors in their proposals may be used to evaluate the offeror’s past performance.   The Government does not assume the duty to search for data to cure problems it finds in proposals.  The burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information remains with the offerors.  Proposals that do not contain the information requested by this provision risk rejection or “very high risk” rating by the Government.
