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 STATEMENT OF WORK 
 

  ATTACHMENT 001 

1.  General Procedure 
 
1.1 The Contractor, as an independent contractor and not as an agent of the 
Government, shall furnish supplies and services necessary to accomplish the 
effort described in this contract for modifications, changes, improvements or 
sustainment of the 25mm gun (M242) weapon system.  This system technical 
services (STS) effort shall apply to both the Standard and Enhanced 25mm, 
M242 Gun.  Efforts shall include program management, logistics support, product 
assurance, field service support and engineering support. 
 
1.2 The requirements of this contract apply to efforts acquired by the U.S. 
Government to include U.S. Army, U.S. Marine Corps and U.S. Navy 
requirements. 
 
2.  Work Directives 
 
All work under this contract shall be performed only to the extent authorized by 
the Government issued work directive signed by the Procuring Contracting 
Officer (PCO).  The Government is under no obligation to pay for work performed 
outside of a given work directive, nor shall the Government be under obligation to 
pay for the expenditures in excess of the Total Not to Exceed Price listed on a 
given work directive. 
 
3.  Meetings 
 
The Contractor shall host, coordinate or attend meetings as directed by the 
Government.  The Contractor shall provide minutes of meetings to all 
Government attendees through electronic mail.  Copies shall also be provided to 
the PCO and ACO. 
 
4.  Problem Investigations 
 
The Contractor shall promptly notify the Government when a potential problem 
has been identified and requires further investigation.  If the Government 
determines further investigation is merited, the Government will draft a work 
directive authorizing the required hours and dollars to perform the effort.   
 
5.  Configuration Management 
 
5.1 All new drawings, changes to drawings and other technical data documents 
(to include ECPs and related documents) generated as a result of this contract 
shall be in an electronic form that is convertible without loss of data into a form 
that can be delivered to the Government. 
 
5.2 Product Configuration Identification (PCI).  All performance specifications, 
product specifications, product drawings, CAD drawings, models, approved 
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changes, interface control documents, QARs, tool/gage documents, packaging 
documents, parts lists and all documentation used for design and production of 
the M242 system shall constitute the Product Configuration Identification (PCI) 
for that system. 
 
5.3 Rights to Technical Data.  All PCI data created or obtained from this or 
previous contracts for use in the performance of the work designated by the 
Government shall be available with unlimited rights as prescribed in clause 
252.227.7013 (Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation).  The Government shall 
have access to such data at all times.  If requested, all PCI data shall be 
delivered to the Government within the mutually agreed upon time between the 
Government and the Contractor. 
 
5.4 Configuration Services.  The Contractor shall provide electronic configuration 
management data and electronic copies of current Production drawings, Drawing 
Lists, Generation Breakdown Lists (GBLs), Artwork Masters, Technical Data 
Packages (TDPs), Engineering Change Proposals (ECPs), as built 
documentation, Bill of Materials (BOMs) and any other updates to the PCI data 
when requested by the Government.  The electronic data supplied by the 
contractor shall be compatible with the current Government data repository 
system. 
 
5.5 Engineering Change Proposals (ECPs).  Any change that affects the 
Government controlled baseline conducted under this contract will require 
Government review/approval before incorporation into PCI data. 
 
5.6 Value Engineering Change Proposal (VECP).  VECPs shall be prepared in 
the same manner as ECPs. 
 
5.7 ECP Co-User Requirements.  The Contractor shall coordinate changes with 
the Design Authority of other using services. 
 
5.8 Interface Documents. The Contractor shall be responsible for coordinating 
and evaluating changes to any other ICD/drawings on/for the system, subsystem, 
and special purpose kits or in support of the primary system’s operation. 
 
5.9 Drawing and Technical Data Custodianship.  The Contractor shall be 
responsible for all original documents in its possession as custodian.  The 
Contractor shall not make any changes authorized to the original documents 
without proper Government coordination and documentation.
