SECTION L – INSTRUCTIONS, CONDITIONS, AND NOTICES TO OFFERORS

L1 Definitions:

L1.1  “Performance Risk”, as used in this solicitation, is the risk associated with an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the solicitations requirements as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.

L1.2“Past performance information”, as used in this solicitation, is relevant information regarding a contractor’s actions under previously awarded contracts.  It includes the contractor’s record of conforming to specifications and to standards of good workmanship; the contractor’s adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; the contractor’s history for reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction; and generally, the contractor’s business-like concern for interests of the customer.

L2 Format:  The offer’s proposal shall be submitted in three (3) severable electronic sections as set forth below.  All information specific to each volume will be confined to that volume:

SECTION 1:  PRICE

SECTION 2:  PERFORMANCE  RISK

SECTION 3: SMALL BUSINESS UTILIZATION

L2.1 Length:  Each section shall be as brief as possible.   

L2.2 Section 1 – Price:

(a) The offeror will enter unit prices for each pricing period on the enclosed Price Evaluation Spreadsheet.  All ranges and years must be filled in to be accepted.  All unit prices will be binding .  Prices will be submitted as FOB Origin.

(b) The offeror must submit its price in the space provided on the Price Evaluation Spreadsheet.

L2.3 Section 2 –  Performance Risk: 

(a) Previous contract history: The offeror shall include a description of previous U.S. Government, and/or commercial contracts (all prime and major subcontracts), that are relevant/similar size, scope, and complexity to the effort required in this solicitation and performed, and delivered during the last three (3) years previous to the date of the solicitation.

(b) Relevant/similar manufacturing/assembly experience is associated with that required to produce to the government TDP contained in this solicitation.  Relevant/similar manufacturing/assembly experience includes such things as:

 (1)  Manufacturing, assembly, and inspection of optical assemblies and systems.

(a) Machining, e.g., milling, drilling, forming, etc., metallic and polymer components.

(b)  Processes in accordance with those specified in the government technical data package, i.e.,  Applying hard anodized coatings to thin walled aluminum tubing.

(c)  Manufacturing and assembly of circuit boards and electrical systems.

 ©  Each past contract does not have to meet all of the criteria above to be considered relevant.  For each of your relevant past contracts you should provide the following information:

a. Contract Number

b. Contract type

c. Award price/cost.

d. Original delivery schedule.

e. Final, or projected final, delivery schedule.

f. Your (and any significant subcontractors) CAGE/DUNNS numbers and email address.

g.  Government or commercial contracting activity address.

h.  Procuring Contracting Officer’s name, telephone/fax numbers and email address.

i.  Government or commercial contracting activity technical representative, names, telephone/fax numbers and email address.

j.  Government DCMC location and address.  The Administrative contracting officer, Industrial Specialist, Quality Representative names, address, telephone/fax numbers and email address.

k.  Description of the relevant contract scope of work and similarities between the scope of work in this solicitation.

l.  Include an explanation of delivery schedule requirements that were not met, and any corrective actions taken to avoid problems in the future.

L2.4 If the offeror intends to subcontract a major portion of the requirement of the solicitation, the offeror shall identify the proposed subcontractors and provide adequate information per L.2.3, as to allow the Government to perform an evaluation of the subcontractor’s capabilities and ability to perform the required tasks. 

L.2.5 Cancellations and terminations:  Identify any recent contract, which may have been terminated, or cancelled for any reason, in whole or in part.  Include prime contracts, contracts under which you were a subcontractor and any of your subcontractors’ contracts.  Provide the information requested in L2.3 above for any of these contracts.  If there were no cancellations or terminations, please state that.

L.2.6 We may use the data you provide, and data we gather from other sources to evaluate the contractors past performance.  Since we may not interview all the sources you provide, it is incumbent upon each offeror to explain all the data they provide.  We do not assume the duty to search for data to cure problems we find in proposals.  The burden of providing thorough and complete performance risk information remains with the offeror.  We may reject a proposal if it does not contain the information required.

L.2.7 The offerors shall include in their proposal the written consent of their proposed subcontractors allowing the Government to discuss the subcontractor’s past performance with the offeror during negotiation, if applicable.

L2.8 Section 3:  Small Business Participation:

(a) Offerors are to identify the extent to which Small Businesses (SBs), HUBZone SBs, Small Disadvantaged Businesses (SDBs), Woman-owned Small Businesses (WOSBs), Historically Black C olleges/Universities or Minority Institutions (HBCU/MIs) would be utilized in the performance of this proposed contract.  The offeror’s own participation as a SB, HUBZone SB, SDB , and/or HBCU/MI is to be identified, and will be considered in evaluating small business participation.

(b) The offeror is to address the following factors in detail.

(1) All offerors are to provide:

a. The names of SBs, HUBZone SBs, SDBs, WOSBs, or HBCU/MIs, who would participate in the proposed contract, identifying specific components to be produced or services to be performed by them, and the estimated total dollar value of such work;

b.  A description of the offeror’s performance, over the past three calendar years, in complying with the requirements of FAR 52.219-8, including a description and available documentation of the methods employed to promote small business utilization and the internal methods used to monitor such  utilization.

             (2) Offerors who are large businesses, as defined by the Standard Industrial Code applicable to this solicitation, are also to provide a description of their performance over the past three calendar years in complying with the requirements of FAR 52.219-9, including documentation of their accomplishment of the goals established under Subcontracting plans of prior contracts.  Large businesses which have never held a contract incorporating 52-219.9 shall so state.
