STATEMENT OF WORK
TECHNICAL MANUAL SUPPORT

GENERAL DESCRIPTION: The contractor shall provide technical manual
development, revision, and update support to the US Army Tank-
automotive and Armaments Command (TACOM). Work will include the
following: research and preparation of technical manuals to support
new and current equipment in accordance with applicable regulations
and guidance received in work directives; updating and/or revision
of current technical manuals to include maintenance procedures,
technical illustrations, and manual organization and composition;
preparation of camera-ready copy of new or updated/revised
technical manuals; reproduction of final technical manual copies as
required by individual work directive; preparation of draft and
final equipment publications based on government furnished
specifications, requirements, input data, and samples; and non-
personal equipment provisioning support.

1. Scope

1.1 This Statement of Work (SOW) provides TACOM requirements for
non-personal services related to technical publications,
provisioning, and engineering, based on specific requirements
issued as work directives under this SOW.

1.2 A Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) and an Alternate
Contracting Officer's Representative (ACOR) will be appointed by
the Contracting Officer. The COR's duties and responsibilities
will be in accordance with the COR's letter of appointment issued
by the Contracting Officer. This letter will be signed by the
Contracting Officer, COR appointee, and the contractor.

1.3 All work on this contract, performed by the contractor, will
be at the direction of the COR. The COR will be responsible for
the following:

1.3.1 The COR will coordinate and approve as appropriate all
meetings, telephone conversations, and correspondence between
government technical personnel and the contractor. The contractor
shall prepare minutes to all meetings or formal telephone
conversations held with the government.

1.3.2 The COR will prepare and obtain legal concurrence with all
work directives and their amendments prior to forwarding to
procurement.

1.3.3 The COR will review and accept for payment all shipments via
DD Forms 250 and, after review, distribute to finance and
procurement DD Forms 250 as required for payment.
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1.3.4 The COR will coordinate the issuance to and return of
Government Furnished Information (GFI) for the use of the
contractor.

1.3.5 The COR will notify the Contracting Officer of final work
completion. The Contracting Officer will then initiate closeout
actions.

1.4 All work performed under this SOW shall be performed in
accordance with the general guidance contained in this document,
Contract Data Requirements List, and the specific, individual work
directive. In general, work done by the contractor for TACOM will
be delivered with a letter of transmittal, while work done for
other activities will be sent to the designated point of contact at
that location with a copy of the transmittal letter and enclosures
furnished to the COR.

1.5 In the event of a disagreement between the COR and the
contractor or in all matters of schedule and money, the COR will
notify the Contracting Officer of the disagreement or delivery
schedule/money situation and request assistance in resolving the
issue in question.

1.6 The contractor shall not exceed the Contract Line Item Number
(CLIN) amount. The contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer,
in writing, when either 75 percent of the CLIN amount has been
expended (and the estimated amount of effort remaining) or when the
contractor has reason to believe that the completion of the work
effort will incur costs beyond those originally proposed
(identifying the source of the additional cost, impact on the work
if not approved, and when funds are needed if approved).

1.7 The contractor should be aware that some particular tasks
cannot be performed by former Government or military personnel.
Former personnel are urged to contact the ethics counselor at their
last agency or station for advice specific to their circumstances.

1.8 All publications prepared under this contract become the
property of the government and are not subject to copyright by the
contractor. The contractor shall furnish an appropriate copyright
release giving the government permission to reproduce and use
copyright information contained in any commercial data being used
to fulfill the terms of this contract. When the contractor uses
commercial data which covers a vendor's components or portions
thereof, and the vendor's data contains copyright material, the
contractor shall be responsible for obtaining a copyright release
from the vendor and furnishing such release to the government.

1.9 Definitions:
CALS: Continuous Acquisition and Life-cycle Support. A

DOD/industry strategy enabling generation, exchange, management,
and use of digital data supporting the defense system.
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CCSS: Commodity Command Standard System. The government's
computerized system which keeps track of the repair parts and tools
needed to support an equipment end item. The initial input to CCSS
is provisioning.

CCSS0I: CCSS Operating Instructions. Explains the
provisioning process. All provisioning terms used in this SOW,
e.g., Electronic Accounting Machine (EAM) worksheets, are defined
in the CCSSOI.

CLIN: Contract Line Item Number. A contract may cover more
than one PRON. Each PRON requires a separate CLIN.

DTD: Document Type Definition. The definition of the markup
rules for a given class of documents. A DTD or a reference to one
should be contained in any SGML conforming document.

DMWR: Depot Maintenance Work Requirement. Normally,
describes maintenance and overhaul at the depot level.

ETM: Electronic Technical Manual. A CALS compatible
electronic representation of the instructions for operation and
maintenance of weapon systems.

FRC: Final Reproducible Copy [Formerly called Final Draft
Equipment Publication (FDEP)]

GFI: Government Furnished Information. Anything given by the
government to the contractor to assist in the preparation of a
publication, e.g., printed material, photos, hardware.

IETM: Interactive Electronic Technical Manual. An electronic
TM prepared by using specialized software. Some advanced
applications are developed, e.g., video capture, animation, or
sound.

IPR: In-Process Review. A government review of the
contractor's work.

JTR: Joint Travel Regulation. States which travel expenses
are reimbursable to the traveler.

LSA: Logistic Support Analysis. Analysis used to select
alternatives for maintenance and other support of materiel.

LMI: Logistics Management Information
MAC: Maintenance Allocation Chart. Lists tasks required to

support the equipment and specifies which maintenance level
performs each task.
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PDF: Portable Document Format. Digital format for which
common viewing programs are available for all types of computer
hardware.

PTM: Preliminary Technical Manual [Formerly called Draft
Equipment Publication (DEP)]

PRON: Procurement Request Order Number. The document which
establishes funds and from which approved invoices are paid.

RCM: Reliability Centered Maintenance. Logic analysis used
for preventive maintenance decisions.

RPSTL: Repair Parts and Special Tools List. The parts list
which authorizes part replacement. May be a separate publication
or may be an appendix of a maintenance manual.

SGML: The Standard Generalized Markup Language, ISO 8879.
Defined by the standard as "A language for document representation
that formalizes markup and frees it of system and processing
dependencies." An abstract language, with which an arbitrary
number of markup languages may be defined. (Note: SGML is commonly
referred to as “tagging” instead of “markup.”)

TM: Technical Manual. Normally, describes operation and
maintenance instruction for specific maintenance levels.

Validation: Includes, but is not limited to, the actual
performance by contractor personnel of operating and maintenance
procedures. Includes review of instructions and associated
checklists for checkout, scheduled removal and replacement, and
technical accuracy and adequacy.

Verification: The government's check of the draft
publication. Hands-on verification consists of performance on the
equipment performed by a representative of the manual user. The
manual must be both correct and understandable to the user. [Note:
The vague term “validation/verification” or “val/ver,” which is a
combination validation/verification, is sometimes used incorrectly
to mean verification. A validation/verification is appropriate
only when, for some justifiable cause (such as unavailability of
equipment), a contractor validation could not be performed.]

2. Work Directives

2.1 All work under this contract shall be performed in accordance
with work directives signed by the Contracting Officer or his/her
representative.

2.2 A work directive in the format of Figure 1 shall be prepared
before the start-of-work meeting and shall include, but not be
limited to, the following information:
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2.2.1 Overview of task.
2.2.2Description of work to be performed.
2.2.3 Deliverables.

2.2.4. Government Furnished Information (GFI). Any unavailable
GFI shall include a date when delivery may be expected. Any GFI
not provided at the time a work directive is issued will be
provided prior to the contractor’s commencing work on tasks
included in a work directive.

2.2.4.1 An example of GFI is shown in the Work Directive Outline
(Figure 1). GFI will vary somewhat from one project to another;
for example, production of a simple change generally does not
necessitate transmittal of ECPs or TDP to the contractor.

2.2.4.2 Standard GFI provided routinely to the contractor for use
in preparing all TACOM publications during the duration of the
contract includes the following: FED LOG (compact disks 1 - 4, for
up-to-date provisioning data) or equivalent; DA PAM 25-30 (official
list of DA publications); AMC PAM 25-30 (list of locally printed
publications, such as DMWRs and MWOs); and pertinent specifications
and standards.

2.2.5 Schedule of work to be performed.
2.3 The general sequence of work will be as follows:

2.3.1 The contractor shall review the draft work directive and
provide a proposed cost with supporting cost element data to the
Contracting Officer within the timeframe specified. Any questions
will be directed to the Contracting Officer. The Contracting
Officer will review the proposal, with the assistance of the COR,
and negotiate points of disagreement.

2.3.2 1If accepted, the Contracting Officer will issue an award.

2.3.3 Within 10 working days after the award date the COR will
hold a start-of-work meeting to establish work schedule milestones
and allow government and contractor key personnel to meet. After
the initial meeting, follow-on meetings will be held as deemed
appropriate by the COR.

2.4 The contractor shall not begin work nor incur costs except
upon receipt of a signed copy of the work directive.

2.5 The government reserves the right to modify or cancel work
directives, in whole or in part.

2.6 The maximum amount of work to be ordered on a single work
directive is limited only by the amount on contract. The minimum
amount of work to be ordered on a single work directive is $100.
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2.7 An increase or decrease in total cost of a work directive
shall require a work directive amendment (WDA). A change in the
publication requirement shall require a WDA. The WDA must state
that there is no increase in the scope of work.

2.8 A DD Form 250 requesting partial payment does not necessarily
require an accompanying WDA. The contractor shall keep track of
the funds remaining in each work directive, shall report the amount
on a bimonthly Progress Report, and shall provide the amount
whenever requested by the government. The COR shall have access to
the contractor's funding records.

2.9 The government may transfer funds from one work directive to
another with the following restrictions:

2.9.1 All transferred funds must be from the same PRON.

2.9.2 The total amount obligated cannot exceed that available in
the PRON.

2.9.3 Work being performed must not exceed the original scope of
work in the work directive.

2.10 The work directive schedule shall include dates when any
missing GFI will be delivered. A late delivery of GFI will
automatically invalidate the contractor's delivery dates, and new
dates will be established at that time.

2.11 The initial work directive for a RPSTL shall specify if
provisioning is provided by the government (GFI) or performed by
the contractor.

2.12 The initial work directive for an organizational or unit
maintenance TM shall specify if the MAC is GFI or prepared by the
contractor.

2.13 The work directive shall include travel as a cost element if
travel by contractor personnel is anticipated in connection with
the contract. The contractor shall request, by letter to the
Contracting Officer or his/her authorized representative, approval
for any travel before such travel is performed. The letter shall
state the reason for the trip and detail anticipated expenses. The
contractor shall be reimbursed travel expenses not to exceed that
authorized to government personnel in accordance with the
applicable JTRs.

2.14 The contractor shall request, by letter to the Contracting
Officer or his/her authorized representative, approval for any
overtime before such overtime is performed. The letter shall state
the reason for the overtime and detail anticipated expenses.
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3. Security

3.1 No classified material will be processed under this SOW.

4. Responsgibility for Quality

4.1 The government shall be responsible for the content and
accuracy of all documents and data provided to the contractor.

4.2 The contractor shall be responsible for spelling, grammar,
accuracy of numeric data derived by the contractor, technical data
as provided by the government or derived by the contractor, and the
conformance of the final product to the government's work directive
requirements.

5. Publication Regquirements

5.1 The technical publication data shall cover , but not be
limited to, ammunition, small arms, artillery (towed and self-
propelled), aircraft armament, vehicle armament, fire control,
trucks, construction equipment, trailers, watercraft, diving
equipment, chemical, nuclear, and tool and equipment items for use
by the Department of the Army. Publications shall be prepared and
delivered in accordance with applicable military specifications and
DD Form 1423.

5.2 The technical publication data shall consist of either new
equipment publications, revisions, or changes to the following:

5.2.1 Technical Manuals

5.2.2 Technical Bulletins

5.2.3 Modification Work Orders

5.2.4 Depot Maintenance Work Requirements
5.2.5 National Maintenance Work Requirements
5.2.6 Supply Catalogs

5.2.7 Training Documentation

5.2.8 Supply Bulletins

5.2.9 Other publications work, such as illustrating, producing
PMTs and microfiche, reproduction, etc., as described in individual
work directives.

5.3 Only the documents listed in the work directive shall be used
in preparation of required data. At least one of the following
specifications or instructions shall normally be listed. However,
if a specification listed on a work directive does not appear
below, it still shall be contractually binding.

Note: For the documents below which will be superseded by
MIL-STD-40051, use as guidelines for content and format
only. This direction is not intended to specify the
methods to be used but only to specify required results.

5.3.1 The work directive shall list the current military guidance
and requirements in effect at the date of the start-of-work
meeting. In the event a superseded issue is inadvertently listed,
the correct issue may be substituted at any time if the contractor
certifies such change does not constitute a change in scope.

6. Deliverables

6.1 The inspection/acceptance of publications will be made at
Destination.

6.2 The work directive for technical manual submittals shall
normally require two separate deliverables: (1) a Preliminary
Technical Manual (PTM) and (2) a Final Reproducible Copy (FRC).

6.3 The PTM will be used for the verification process. Type size
shall match the FRC, and pages shall be printed on both sides. The
only allowed differences between the PTM and the FRC are the
following: If approved by the COR, draft artwork may be used.
However, the normal PTM shall have finalized artwork. Artwork size
shall match the FRC. The PTM cover shall contain the word “DRAFT.”
Also, the PTM delivery date shall be stamped on the cover.

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6.3.1 The PTM deliverables normally shall consist of five (5)
copies of the publication reproduced book style, collated and
stapled or fastened.

6.3.2 The PTM shall not contain an authentication page.

6.3.3 The date on the cover shall be the month and year the FRC is
submitted for review. If a second PTM review copy is required, the
date shall change.

6.3.4 Should the government require only certain pages to be
corrected and resubmitted, the page copies delivered shall include
the back-up page.

6.4 The FRC shall be the deliverable that is produced after
completion of the verification process (desk review plus hand-on
verification). Unless otherwise specified by the government, the
final delivery of all technical publications shall be delivered in
both hard (paper) copy and electronic form.

6.4.1 FRC paper deliverables shall consist of the following unless
otherwise specified:

6.4.1.1 One or more of the following camera-ready:
6.4.1.1.1 One (1) manuscript consisting of laser-printed pages,
printed on one side only. Crop marks shall be shown on each sheet

of pages smaller than 8 1/2 x 11. (Laser-printed manuscript is the
normal, preferred FRC delivery.)

6.4.1.2 Two (2) copies unless otherwise specified of the
publication reproduced book style, collated and stapled or
fastened.

6.4.1.3 The marked-up copy resulting from the verification
process.

6.4.2 TIllustrations normally shall consist of thin/thick line
weights.

6.5 The government reserves the right to:

6.5.1 Require other deliverables, such as outlines or Preliminary
Technical Manual (PTM), than those specified in this SOW.

6.5.2 Change the number of reproduced copies from the number
stated in this SOW.

6.6 A work directive for electronic deliverables (technical manual
submittals in machine-readable digital form) will require delivery
of data on a mass storage media to be prescribed for each manual.
These mass storage media shall contain CALS compatible files, if
required. These mass storage media shall be CD ROM Disks ISO 9660
with Microsoft Word for Windows document files (including MS-DOS
illustrations); digital files in PDF format (such as Adobe
Acrobat); DTD files for SGML tagging, if required; and all
illustration files in MicroGrafx Designer format.

6.6.1 The electronic form may also be composed of CALS compatible
files delivered in accordance with MIL-STD-1840. These CALS
compatible files shall be transferable to and from existing
equipment and software at the AMSTA-LC-CIP-WT office.

6.6.2 Text files shall be marked up in accordance with MIL-PRF-
28001 and MIL-STD-2361, or other DTD as prescribed by the
government, if required.

6.6.3 The contractor shall use Standard Graphics Markup Language
(SGML) in accordance with MIL-STD-2361 for text, if required.

6.6.4 The contractor shall convert illustrations to vector
graphics files. These graphics files shall be delivered as
Computer Graphics Metafile (CGM) in accordance with MIL-PRF-28003,
MicroGrafx Designer files, or other files as prescribed by the
government.

6.6.5 The contractor shall format final pages with illustrations.

6.6.6 The contractor shall deliver an entire manual in one self-
contained file, in addition to the normal, editable delivery.

6.7 A work directive for IETMs (interactive electronic TMs) will
require delivery of an executable IETM file. The IETM shall meet
MIL-PRF-87268 requirements for text and graphics display. The IETM
shall also conform to MIL-STD-1840, MIL-STD-2361, MIL-PRF-28003,
and MIL-PRF-28001.

6.7.1 Text procedures and tables shall be tagged. Hot spot hyper
tags shall be used for steering user to pertinent RPSTL data, as
well as to the next step in the diagnostic/maintenance procedure.
Pan, zoom, and scroll techniques shall be employed.

6.7.1.1 The integrated system must have the ability to directly
access the maintenance data bus, interrogate built-in test, display
technical data, provide prognostic/diagnostic information, give
repair data, and order replacement parts from a single platform.

It must be able to operate, control, reconfigure, collect data, and
make decisions to navigate automatically.

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6.7.1.2 The diagnostic system must allow the user to navigate to
maintenance information such as schematics, location diagrams, and
cross-referenced maintenance tasks, which will assist in isolating
the particular fault. When appropriate, it will also facilitate
the rapid and accurate fault isolation by utilizing screen
presentations consisting of full motion video, still video capture,
and animated maintenance sequences to provide more visual
explanatory information.

6.7.2 Interactive electronic technical manuals (IETMs) shall be
prepared using one of the three following software packages:

6.7.2.1 Electronic Maintenance System (EMS2), is Government-
furnished equipment software.

6.7.2.2 Advanced Integrated Maintenance Support System (AIMSS).
This software, if used for IETMs, must be procured by the
contractor.

6.7.2.3 Interactive Authoring and Display Systems (IADS) is
Government-furnished equipment software. IADS uses SGML-tagged
text and is formatted for screen display.

6.8. Equipment Publications Status Report shall be prepared in the
format of the contractor’s choosing in accordance with DI-MGMT-
80368 and DD Form 1423.

6.9. Equipment Publications Performance and Cost Report shall be
prepared in the format of the contractor’s choosing in accordance
with DI-FNCL-80912 and DD Form 1423.

7. Government Reviews

7.1 A series of meetings will be held by the COR, with
representation of appropriate government offices as needed, to
initiate work, establish delivery milestones, review progress, and
for final work assessment and acceptance.

7.2 The government will determine the time and place for in-
process reviews (IPRs). IPRs normally will be held at TACOM-RI, in
the office of AMSTA-LC-CIP-WT, and shall include all work
accomplished up to the date of the review. The contractor shall
provide as many copies of the material to be reviewed as required
by the government and shall make available contractor personnel
familiar with the material. Recommended changes resulting from
review will be provided to the contractor on marked-up manuscript.

7.3 Minutes of the start-of-work and all subsequent meetings,
telephone calls, in-process reviews or other formal discussions
shall be documented by the contractor in a memorandum in accordance
with DI-ADMN-81250A and DD Form 1423 and then approved by the
government. These memorandums shall be typed on company letterhead
paper and include the following:

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7.3.1 Work directive number, contract number, project name or
weapon system.

7.3.2 Date and place of the meeting/telephone conversation.

7.3.3 List of attendees (or parties included in discussion) with
organization office symbols and telephone numbers.

7.3.4 Numbered paragraphs with details of instructions given d/or
decisions reached.

7.3.5 Signature and date lines for concurrence of government
attendees and COR.

8. Validation

8.1 Validation Schedule: Should the government determine that a
validation can be performed for a specific manual and that the
individual work directive requires a validation, the contractor
shall validate the material under the provisions of International
Organizations for standardization (ISO) 9001/2000.

8.1.1 TIdentification of the TM or DMWR to be validated.
8.1.2 Dates for performance of the validation.

8.1.3 Method of validation (on equipment or simulation).
8.1.4 Location where validation is to be conducted.

8.1.5 Whether the validation will be on a chapter-by-
chapter/lesson-by-lesson or task basis, or on the complete
manuscript package.

8.2 Validation Requirements: A 100 percent hands-on validation of
T™s and DMWRs shall be accomplished by the contractor in accordance
with the approved wvalidation schedule, should validation be
required by the government. Validation of operator's,
organizational, direct support and general support manuals shall be
accomplished in accordance with applicable military standards and
guidance quoted in the work directive. Contractor personnel
prerforming operating and maintenance instructions on the equipment
shall be independent from the contractor's manuscript preparation
activity. Errors detected during contractor validation shall be
corrected in the manuals and DMWRs, and a revalidation shall be
accomplished. LSA data will be validated in accordance with MIL-
STD-13882A and MIL-STD-3882B/LMI.

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8.3 The government shall be notified when a validation is to be
done, and shall be given the opportunity to witness the validation.

8.4 The contractor shall provide the government a copy of the
validation results if government personnel was not present at the
validation.

8.5 Every PTM submitted to the government for verification shall
be accompanied by a statement that a contractor validation has been
accomplished, if a validation was performed.

9. Readability

9.1 Technical publications shall be written to the capability of
the target audience for which they are intended. Unless otherwise
specified, the reading grade level shall be nine. Numbers of
sentences in a paragraph, number of words in sentences, and number
of syllables in words determine readability.

9.2 Readability Exceptions. Readability compliance is not
required on the manuscripts or material/data noted below:

9.2.1 All Repair Parts and Special Tools Lists (RPSTLs) whether
prepared as a separate manual or when included within a maintenance
manual.

9.2.2 All material provided as GFI for direct inclusion.

9.2.3 All source material furnished by the government that is
included without change and otherwise meets all contract and
specification requirements. Changes in source material to
accommodate inclusion, such as changes to the page number, TM
number, etc., are not to be considered changes for the purpose of
validation exception.

10. Verification

10.1 The govermment shall prepare the verification plan using AMC
P 25-31, and perform the verification. If invited by the
government, the contractor shall attend the hands-on verification.
Normally, the government will perform the verification without the
contractor being present.

10.2 Should the contractor believe some verification comments to
be either wrong or inconsequential, the contractor may call them to
the attention of the COR. The contractor shall make all
corrections ruled valid by the COR.

15
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10.3 The government reserves the right to request either corrected
pages or new copies of the entire corrected PTM following either
the desk review verification or the hands-on verification. Should
only selected pages be required, the back-up pages shall be
included.

10.4 Following verification, the contractor shall deliver the

camera-ready FRC according to a schedule agreed upon by both
government and contractor.

11. Acceptance Criteria

11.1 Correction of Errors. The contractor shall correct all
errors found in the manuscript during validation and during
government review or verification.

11.2 Government Inspection. The government shall conduct the
reviews, verification, and inspections as noted in paragraphs 7, 8,
and 10. The government reserves the right to perform additional
reviews or re-verifications whenever changes in hardware
configuration, support concept, or reliability improvement result
in significant changes to the manuscripts.

11.3 Performance Standards.

11.3.1 Classification of defects. For the purpose of determining
performance standards, each defect is assigned to one of the
following categories:

11.3.1.1 Critical. A defect affecting safety of personnel or
which can cause damage/destruction to equipment. Such a defect is
serious enough to warrant an immediate change to the manual to
prevent injury to personnel or damage to equipment.

11.3.1.2 Major. A defect causing lost time to the publication
user or affecting materiel readiness. Because of inadequate or
inaccurate information, this type of defect may prevent the user
from performing the particular test or repair function, or it may
cause the user considerable loss of time or difficulty in
performing a particular function. Inability to access referenced
material is a major defect.

11.3.1.3 Minor/Other. Those defects involving the technical
accuracy or content of an equipment publication, or deviations from
equipment publication standards. This type of defect does not
materially reduce the usability of the equipment publication, but
may cause inconvenience and difficulty to the user in following
instructions or in obtaining the required information.
Typographical or editorial errors not affecting accuracy or clarity
are included.
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11.4 Acceptable Defect Rate. The acceptable defect rate for the
PTM publication being verified shall be as specified below for all
publications delivered under this data item.

11.4.1 Critical. No critical defects are acceptable.

11.4.2 Major. No more than 5 major defects in any one technical
manual volume.

11.4.3 Minor/Other. No more than .5 minor defects per page in any
one technical manual volume.

11.5 Verification Requirements. In addition to the acceptable
defect rate, the performance standards shall include successful
hands-on verification. During verification, 90 percent of the
procedures must pass the hands-on verification by the target
audience soldiers the first time. Minor errors may be corrected at
the verification site. If the soldier is able to complete the
procedure, or if a second soldier is able to complete the procedure
following a handwritten change, the procedure shall be considered
to have passed the first time. The verification procedure and
target audience are defined in the Publications Verification/
Physical Teardown Logistics Demonstration Plan.

11.6 Failure to Meet Performance Standards. A technical manual
which does not meet the performance standards shall be corrected
and revalidated by the contractor and reviewed again by the
government. The government reserves the right to re-verify the
corrected technical manual.

12. Maintenance Allocation Chart (MAC)

12.1 Should the work directive require contractor preparation of
the MAC, the contractor shall submit a draft MAC to the government
for review and approval prior to the composition of the
corresponding supporting data: i.e., the MAC is to serve as a guide
or framework for the manual.

12.2 Final approval of the MAC rests with the government. Should
the contractor believe some government MAC entries to be wrong, the
contractor shall call them to the attention of the COR. The
contractor shall list all entries directed by the COR.

12.3 The contractor shall ensure each maintenance task listed on
the MAC has corresponding supporting data within the manual text.

13. Provisgioning Data

13.1 This SOW provides for the establishment or update of data on
various end items/weapon systems in the Commodity Command Standard
System (CCSS) Provisioning Master Record (PMR). In general, the
contractor shall be required to enter provisioning data for each
repair part belonging to an end item, on selection worksheets
(TACOM Form 1731) or 80 column Electronic Accounting Machine (EAM)
Worksheets. This shall be accomplished in accordance with DI-ILSS-
81286 and DD Form 1423. Further instructions are furnished in
ADSM~-18-LEA-JBE-ZZZ-UM-06, Provisioning System. Screening data
shall be accomplished in accordance with DI-ILSS-81286, DD Form
1423, and additional functional operating instructions.

13.2 The technical data shall cover, but not be limited to,
ammunition, small arms, artillery (towed and self-propelled),
aircraft armament, vehicle armament, fire control, trucks,
construction equipment, trailers, watercraft, diving equipment,
chemical, nuclear, and tool and equipment items for use by the
Department of the Army.

13.3 The government will provide training/assistance during the
initial period of time required for the contractor to become
familiar with CCSS. This initial training will be held at the
government facility in Rock Island, Illinois, and will consist of
up to 32 hours of training for up to five contractor personnel.
Additional training will also be provided, if required, upon
changes or revisions to CCSS.

13.4 The data to be entered on the worksheets will be provided to
the contractor by the government in one or more of the following
formats:

13.4.1 Technical Data Package: A set of engineering drawings of
all assemblies, components, parts, and part number listings for an
end item/weapon system.

13.4.2 Technical Manuals and/or Supply Catalogs: Official U.S.
Army publications containing technical data pertaining to repair
parts/components of an end item.

13.4.3 Overprinted Selection Worksheets: CCSS computer generated
selection worksheets showing the existing PMR data base for an end
item/weapon system.

13.4.4 Summary Parts Index: CCSS computer generated cross-
reference listing relating manufacturer's part number and
individual Selection Worksheet Provisioning Sequence Numbers
(PLISNs) for an end item/weapon system.
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13.4.5 Miscellaneous Supporting Data: Additional sources of data
(such as Maintenance Allocation Charts, etc.) which can be utilized
in the provisioning process. Other CCSS outputs, such as a Repair
Parts and Special Tools List (RPSTL) can also be made available, if
necessary, to aid the contractor in the completion of his task.

13.5 Any GFI which is not provided at the time a work directive is
issued will be provided before the contractor commences work on the
designated tasks.

13.6 Upon completion of the selection worksheets by the
contractor, the data shall be formatted on diskette and forwarded,
with the printout, to the government. Each contractor input
transaction shall be subject to edit/validation prior to acceptance
by the government. Following processing of the data contained on
the diskette by the CCSS Provisioning System, the contractor will
be furnished the following reports:

13.6.1 Provisioning Transaction History Listing all contractor
input processed against the PMR.

13.6.2 Validation Reject Listing: Showing all contractor data
rejected by CCSS edits and indicating the type of errors made.

13.7 The contractor shall be expected to correct all rejects due
to contractor error in accordance with ADSM-18-LEA-JBE-ZZZ-UM-06,
at no cost to the government. An updated Summary Parts Index or
other updated CCSS listings can be made available to the contractor
to aid in the correction of rejects.

13.8 Following completion of the task, the contractor shall return
all government furnished technical data to AMSTA-LC-CIP-WP, TACOM-
Rock Island, 1 Rock Island Arsenal, Rock Island, IL 61299-7630.

13.9 The specifications listed below shall normally be used in
preparation of required data. All specifications that may be
required are not listed. Other specifications as required shall be
called out in each respective work directive when applicable.
Deviations shall be made to applicable specifications only when
necessary and authorized by the Contracting Officer or his/her
authorized representative. Only the basic number of specifications
are listed; however, the latest issue as of the date of each work
directive shall apply.

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14. TECHNICAL/MAINTENANCE DATA

14.1 This SOW provides for the establishment/update of technical
maintenance data for non-provisioned items. The contractor shall
be required to format data for entry into the Commodity Command
Standard System (CCSS) National Stock Number Master Data Record
(NSNMDR) . All data shall be entered on NSNMDR Initial Data
Transcript Sheets (TACOM Form 19), or 80 column Electronic
Accounting Machine (EAM) Worksheets, in accordance with the
following instructional document to be furnished by the government:
ADSM-18-LEA-JBE-ZZZ-UM-02, National Stock Number Master Maintenance
Type Data

14.2 The technical data shall cover, but not be limited to,
ammunition, small arms, artillery (towed and self-propelled),
aircraft armament, vehicle armament, fire control, trucks,
construction equipment, trailers, watercraft, diving equipment,
chemical, nuclear, and tool and equipment items for use by the
Department of the Army.

14.3 The government will provide training/assistance during the
initial period of time required for the contractor to become
familiar with CCSS formats. This initial training, if necessary,
will be held at the government facility in Rock Island, Illinois in
conjunction with provisioning training described in paragraph 13.3.

14.4 The data to be entered on the worksheets will be provided by
the government in the form of a technical package containing one or
more of the following documents:

14.4.1 Component Listing - Computer generated or manual listings
of components for end items along with basic technical data.

14.4.2 Recommended Changes to Publications (DA Form 2028),
Requests from the field for updates/changes to information
contained in official Army publications.

14.4.3 Miscellaneous Sources of Data - Engineering Change
Proposals (ECPs), letters, memorandums, or other government
correspondence addressing changes/updates to component technical
data.

14.5 BAny GFI which is not provided at the time a work directive is
issued will be provided before the contractor commences work on
tasks described within the work directive.

14.6 The actual procedure to be followed by the contractor in
updating the NSNMDR shall involve five basic steps:
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14.6.1 Prior to entering any data on worksheets the contractor
shall research existing information in both the NSNMDR and Defense
Integrated Data System (DIDS) computer files. This shall be
accomplished by submission of NSNMDR Keyed Inquiry Transactions
(Y95s) and DIDS Search Transactions (LSN/LTI and FILDR) against
each component stock number/part number making up an end item.
These transactions shall be submitted to TACOM-RI, AMSTA-LC-CIP-
WP, TACOM-Rock Island,l Rock Island Arsenal, Rock Island, IL 61299-
7630 for processing. The resulting NSNMDR Keyed Inquiry Replies
and DIDS screening results will be returned to the contractor.

14.6.2 Where data is missing, incomplete, or in error, the
contractor shall write the Y5-, Y6-, and Y7- transactions (on the
worksheet) to update sectors 18, 19, and 20 of the NSNMDR.

14.6.3 Following completion of the worksheets, the contractor
shall transfer the data to electronic format. This electronic
format and the original worksheets and/or computer printouts shall
be forwarded to the government.

14.6.4 Following processing of the electronic format by CCSS, the
contractor will be furnished listings of all data which was
rejected by the system edits. The contractor shall be required to
correct and resubmit all rejects due to contractor error at no
additional cost to the government. (Correction also is to include
errors on contractor submitted Y95, LTI, and LSN Transactions.)

14.7 Upon completion of the task, the contractor shall return all
government furnished data, Keyed Inquiry Replies, and DIDS
screening results to TACOM-RI, AMSTA-LC-CIP-WP.

14.8 The specifications listed below shall normally be used in
preparation of required data. All specifications that may be
required are not listed. Other specifications, as required, shall
be called out in each respective work directive when applicable.
Deviations shall be made to applicable specifications only when
necessary and authorized by the Contracting Officer or his/her
authorized representative. Only the basic number of specifications
are listed; however, the latest issue as of the date of each work
directive shall apply.

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15. Repair Parts and Special Tools List (RPSTL)

15.1 The specifications listed in paragraph 14.8 above shall
apply.

15.2 The RPSTL shall be consistent with the MAC. RPSTL text and
figure arrangement shall match the maintenance instructions.

15.3 Upon completion of contractor/government data interface, the
contractor shall submit CCSS transactions to add functional group
headers to the CCSS for a draft RPSTL. Draft RPSTLs must reflect
that the illustration figure and item match the RPSTL text
furnished from the CCSS.

15.4 The proof RPSTL listing obtained shall be combined with
contractor prepared illustrations and become the RPSTL PTM.
Following contractor validation, this PTM shall be submitted to the
government for verification.

16. Logistic Support Analysis (LSA)

16.1 The government reserves the right to require LSA under the
terms of this contract. The contractor shall develop each
technical manual using the LSA/LSAR as the primary source data,
Reliability Centered Maintenance (RCM) Logic, specifications in
accordance with AMC-P 750-2, DA PAM 738-750, DA PAM 750-40, DI-
ILSS-81286 (Provisioning and Other Procurement Screening Data), DI-
ALSS-81529 (LMI Data Products), DI-ALSS-81530 (LMI Screening),DD
Form 1423, and this SOW.

16.1.1 This SOW is applicable to the performance of Logistic
Support Analysis (LSA) on an in-service materiel system and the
documentation of generated LSA data onto a Logistic Support
Analysis Record (LSAR).

16.1.2 The contractor shall abide by provisions of this SOW unless
otherwise waived/modified in part (or in total) by government
representatives through official supplementary action.

16.1.3 The LSA/LSAR information generated under this contract
shall be used as the principle source of data in preparing all
manuals.

16.2 Definitions related to LSA are provided as follows:

16.2.1 LSA as used in this SOW implies a systematic analysis of
the logistic support alternatives for the specific materiel system,
and the selection/development of the optimum logistic support
concept. The entire materiel system shall be considered during
LSA, to include related secondary items. LSA shall be performed
consistent with Logistics Management Information (LMI) MIL-PRF-
49506, the cited DIDs, and this SOW.
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16.2.2 LSAR as used in this SOW represents the documented results
of the LSA effort on previously specified forms and ADP output
reports. The required forms and ADP outputs are specified in DI-
ILSS-81286, depicted in MIL-PRF-49506, DI-ALSS-81529, AND DI-ALSS-
81530.

16.3 LSA on the specific materiel system shall be accomplished to
substantiate that the existing logistic support concept is the
optimum concept, and, if necessary, to develop the optimum logistic
support concept as a replacement for the existing concept.

16.3.1 LSA shall be accomplished in accordance with provisions of
the government approved, contractor prepared LSA Plan. The LSA
Plan shall represent the prime management document for contractual
LSA accomplishment, and shall be utilized by government/contractor
personnel throughout the LSA effort.

16.3.2 The LSA effort shall not involve detailed logistic modeling
techniques or other methodologies which consider system design
changes or related potential design change interfaces. Usable
techniques/methodologies shall be directed toward the
identification/development of the logistic support concept which is
optimum with respect to the existing system design configuration.

16.3.3 Government Furnished Property (GFP) shall be used in
conjunction with contractor expertise/experience to accomplish the
LSA. All GFP shall be identified in the LSA Plan and shall be
subject to reclaim by the government following termination of the
LSA (unless otherwise specified within the LSA Plan). Availability
of GFP to contractor personnel shall be in accordance with
established government/contractor interface agreements. GFP can
include, but is not limited to the following:

Technical Data Package

Actual Materiel System

Previous LSAR

Test and Field Data

DOD/Army Logistic Regulatory/Guidance Documentation

Existing Equipment Publications

Provisioning Data

Training Information
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16.3.4 Following identification of the optimum logistic support
concept, the LSA shall be performed with the prime objective to
document logistic data required according to DI-ILSS-81286, DI-
ALSS-81529, and DI-ALSS-81530. Provisions of the LSA Plan shall be
adhered to throughout the LSA effort.

16.3.5 The LSA shall be accomplished in a manner which precludes
duplication/redundancy of effort; minimizes consideration of
unrealistic concept alternatives; offers complete visibility of
effort to government representatives; results in total LSA
acceptance by the government; provides for all LSAR products
requested according to DI-ILSS-81286, DI-ALSS-81529, and DI-ALSS-
81530; and assures conformance of data with the cited governing
directives.

16.3.6 Government review of the LSA effort, to include start-of-
work meetings, LSAR reviews, physical teardowns, and acceptance
meetings, will be in accordance with the LSA Plan. The initial
government review of the LSA effort will occur no later than three
(3) months after award of contract; subsequent reviews will occur
at an absolute maximum of every six (6) months. Review sites,
dates, and extent of reviews will be in accordance with the LSA
Plan.

16.3.7 The LSA shall be based on available government data as
supplemented by contractor expertise/experience. The contractor
shall utilize government data during LSA accomplishment as the
prime data source from which modeling techniques will be approved
by government representatives prior to contractor utilization
during the LSA effort.

16.3.8 Contractor/government LSA interface shall occur as guided
by LSA/LSAR reviews (paragraph 16.3.6, above), official
correspondence, and government sponsored LSA training conferences.
Informal interface may occur but shall not be construed as official
unless substantiated by formal correspondence/meetings.

16.4 Logistic Support Analysis Record (LSAR). The LSAR provided
to the government shall directly correlate with LMI, and DI-ILSS-
81286, DI-ALSS-81529, and DI-ALSS-81530 specifications. The
contractor may expand upon the government required LSAR as deemed
necessary to assure that the deliverable LSAR is accurate/complete
within contract specifications.

16.4.1 The deliverable LSAR shall directly reflect results of the
LSA, and not be the result of any form of plagiarism (e.g.,
utilization of previous LSAR submitted to the contractor as GFP)
unless so approved by an authorized government representative.
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16.4.2 The deliverable LSAR shall be in a legible appearance, and
be consistent with format/editorial constraints specified within
governing directives (i.e., LMI). The minimum deliverable LSAR may
be submitted to the government in piece-part or in total, dependent
upon LSA Plan provisions.

16.4.3 Specific LSAR products (e.g., LSAR data sheets, ADP Summary
Reports) are described in MIL-STD-1388-2A/2B. Additional guidance
is as follows:

16.4.3.1 A removal and replacement of a component shall be
considered a repair task against the next higher assembly.

16.4.3.2 A disassembly and assembly of a component shall be
considered a repair task against that component.

16.4.3.3 All data elements on a required LSAR data sheet shall be
completed unless otherwise specified by DI-ILSS-81286, DI-ALSS-
81529, DI-ALSS-81530.

16.4.3.4 LSAR data sheets may be modified by the contractor to
facilitate contractual LSA/LSAR accomplishment. The deliverable
LSAR shall utilize the original LSAR data sheet formats unless
contractor modifications thereof are approved by authorized
government representatives.

16.4.3.5 The total deliverable LSAR shall be based on a govern-
ment approved LSA Control Number structure, which represents a top-
down hardware-oriented coding breakout of the materiel system
configuration.

16.4.3.6 RCM decision logic shall be applied to the failure modes
identified for the materiel system. This decision logic may be
modified/tailored by the contractor to the needs of the materiel
system (subject to government approval). Results of the decision
logic process shall be documented within the LSAR.

16.4.4 The deliverable LSAR ADP products shall be in a specified
electronic format acceptable to CCSS.

16.4.5 LSA data entered into the LSAR will be reviewed by
government representatives during scheduled reviews, and subsequent
corrective actions effected by the contractor. Failure of the
contractor to effect necessary LSAR corrective actions, or to make
available the contractual LSAR corrective actions, or to make
available the contractual LSAR at government reviews, will be
sufficient cause to terminate or re-evaluate contract provisions.
Specific LSAR review sites/dates and LSAR portions to be reviewed
shall be specified in the LSA Plan.
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16.5 LSA/LSAR Training. Upon request of the contractor,
government personnel will present contractor personnel with
LSA/LSAR training, which is commensurate with the pending LSA
effort. Formal LSA/LSAR training sites and dates shall be
specified within the LSA Plan.

16.5.1 Informal communication between contractor/government
personnel to discuss LSA/LSAR techniques is authorized; however,
provisions of paragraphs 7.3 and 16.4.3 above are applicable.

16.6 Availability of LSA/LSAR Documents. Requests for copies of
MIL-STD-1388-1A, MIL-STD-1388-2A/2B, AMC PAM 750-16, LMI, and
DOD/Army logistic regulatory/guidance documentation, shall be
channeled through government representatives for subsequent
requisitioning actions with proper agencies.

16.6.1 Requests for other GFP shall be in accordance with
provisions of paragraph 16.3.3 above.

16.7 LSA/LSAR Interface with Other Required Contractual Products.
The contractor shall ensure that LSA results and LSAR data are used
during preparation of related Integrated Logistic Support (ILS)
products (e.g., equipment publications) in accordance with DIDS
associated with the respective ILS product. Every effort shall be
made by the contractor to preclude development of ILS products
utilizing data which is not consistent with the LSA/LSAR. The
LSA/LSAR shall be prime considerations during preparation of all
contractual ILS products.

16.8 LSA/LSAR Validation Against Existing GFP. The contractor is
under no obligation to validate the contractual LSA/LSAR against
existing GFP. The contractor may use GFP to develop LSA/LSAR;
however, there is no requirement for the contractual LSA/LSAR to be
consistent with GFP except as constrained by DI-ILSS-81286, DI-
ALLSS-81529, DI-ALSS-81530, and guidance cited within documents
referenced by these DIDs.

16.9 LSA/LSAR Acceptance. Government representatives will
formally accept results of the contractual LSA/LSAR in accordance
with LSA Plan provisions. The acceptance may be on a piece-part or
total basis. LSA/LSAR shortcomings previously identified during
government reviews which have not been corrected will be sufficient
cause not to accept the deliverable LSAR (in total or in part).
