1.     Scope.  The contractor shall provide the 

       services/materials necessary to provide contractor

       depot level repair of supplied Honeywell 

       unserviceable materiel for the AH-64A Apache

       Helicopter.  This shall include the maintenance 

       required to correct materiel damaged or failed, and 

       to restore the component end items, subassemblies, or 

       assemblies to a serviceable condition Code "A" asset. 

       This shall also include any administrative/technical 

       assistance.  This capacity and capability shall 

       provide complete depot level repair of all 

       unserviceables within 60 days of receipt of the 

       unserviceable at the respective depot repair site

       (Honeywell - Warner Robins, GA).  

2.     Applicable documents.

       ASTMD-3951-95       Standard Practice for 

                           Commercial Packaging

3.     Requirements.

3.1    The contractor shall provide depot operations which 

       will encompass all depot maintenance attendant to

       Honeywell AH-64A subassemblies and components as

       listed in Attachment 1.

3.2    The contractor shall provide contractor depot

       maintenance support for a period of four (4) years 

       following contract award.

3.3    Property responsibility will transfer to the

       contractor upon receipt of repairable assets at the

       contractor facilities.  The 60 day turnaround repair

       time will commence immediately upon receipt of the

       repairable asset at the respective depot site

       provided necessary repair parts are available or if

       the contractor must procure repair parts from outside

       vendors, the 60 day turnaround would start upon

       receipt of necessary material to accomplish the

       repair.

3.4    The UAE will provide prepaid transportation and fees

       from country to the contractor's facility for items

       requiring repair and maintenance.  The contractor

       will sign one copy of the invoice and forward to the

       UAE representative as a receipt for the

       materiel.

3.5    The contractor shall prepare and provide to US Army 

       Report of Receipts, Inventory Adjustments and 

       Shipments in accordance with DI-MGMT-80442.

3.6    The contractor shall request authority by message to

       the procuring contracting officer to repair a

       component if the estimated cost of repair exceeds the

       ceiling cost of 80 percent of the replacement item 

  cost.  An exception is that IHU repair is authorized

  up to 98 percent of the replacement cost before

  contacting the procuring contracting officer to

       proceed.  Response shall be provided to the

       contractor within 30 days.  When the contractor is

       directed to repair and article, the period between

       the contractor's notice to the Government and

       Government's return notice to the contractor shall

       not be included in the delivery turn-around time.

3.7    Depot repairs shall be made using contractor

       procedures and technical publications.

3.8    A list of Honeywell depot repairable items is 

       attached at Attachment 1.  An item may be inducted

       into repair if the last nine digits of the National

       Stock Number (NSN) match that listed on Attachment 1.

       The item may have a different Federal Stock

       Classification (FSC) i.e. the first four digits of

       the NSN.  The list at Attachment 1 also shows the

       expected number of reparables per year for each

       item.  The quantities listed in Attachment 1 are 

       estimates only; actual quantities re​ceived may be

       higher or lower than those listed.  The contractor 

       shall maintain a quality program in accordance with 

       contractor established quality programs.  Final 

       inspection procedures to be utilized by the 

       contractor after repair, overhaul or restoration is 

       subject to the review and approval of the Government 

       Quality Assurance Representa​tives.  The final 

       inspection shall include those inspections necessary 

       to assure that the item will perform as intended and 

       shall meet all of the quality standard requirements.

3.9    Components which are not authorized for repair shall

       be returned to the UAE.

3.10   All subcontractor depot activities will be under the

       direction of the contractor who will coordinate all

       subcontractor repair efforts.

3.11   Repair parts required by the contractor will be

       contractor furnished and will be charged to each

       individual repair.

3.12   Containers of assets received will display an orange

       horizontal stripe, commensurate with the size of the

       container and visible on all exterior surfaces of the

       container and display the following markings: FMS

       PROPERTY OF UAE.

3.13   Where applicable, items will be returned in the

       reusable container in which issued.  If repairs to

       the container are required, the cost of such repair

       will be added to the overhaul cost of the reparable

       item.

3.14   Repair shall be made to the latest approved

       configuration for both class I or II configuration 

       changes within the applicable Maintenance Expenditure 

       Limit (MEL) imposed by subparagraph 3.4.  

       Configuration upgrades shall be made when 

       economically feasible.  (example: Upgrade rathide 

       cable assemblies to the ruggedized configuration when 

       and only when such assemblies exhibit faults that can 

       only be isolated and/or corrected upon complete 

       teardown).

3.15   Upon completion of repair and approval by DCAS QAR

       al items will be packed, packaged, and marked in

       accordance with relevant packaging data sheets (PDS)

       after DCAS inspection and acceptance at the

       contractor site. Packaging shall be in accordance 

       with the contractor's standard commercial practice 

       (ASTMD-3951-95).  Costs for the shipping

       containers and the required Packaging Engineering

       Technical Support will be included with the contract.

       DCAS acceptance on the DD Form 250 constitutes

       completion of turnaround time.

3.16   Disposition and disposal for all scrap material 

       generated during repair of returned assets will be 

       handled by forwarding the scrap to the Defense 

       Reutilization Marketing Office located at Robins Air 

       Force Base, Warner Robins, Georgia.
