Team Armor Partnership (TAP)

Electronic Automated Data Transfer (EADT) 

Objective.    Web Commercial Asset Visibility (WebCAV)  was deployed at the TAP facility, Ft. Hood, TX, 07 January 2002.  With the fielding of WebCAV the majority of Electronic Automated Data Transfer (EADT) transactions stated in early versions of this SOW are no longer required, with the exception of the A5_, A5J, AC6, and the AG6.  Transaction Definitions and Formats are provided below for these specified EADTs.  At this time, WebCAV does not provide the capability to transceive and receive the EADTs above.  The process stated below will allow an automated means that will satisfy the Government (TACOM) requirements established in Army Regulation 725-50 (Receipts, Due-Ins and Issues), and Far Part 45 Government Provided Property.  These regulations set forth policy and procedures for the Government Accountable Property Officer (APO) to track and monitor assets while those assets are out of warehouse or in transit to a commercial contractor.

Scope.  General Dynamics Land System (GDLS) and TACOM are to participate in a joint effort to develop an electronic communications interface with the Government.  The concept of the interface is to exchange information from the TAP facility directly to the Government platform for recording and uploading to the Government Commodity Command Standard Systems (CCSS).  This is being accomplished by the Army’s WebCAV system and the specified EADTs below.

Frequency.  The contractor shall report actions daily, as the events occur, using WebCAV and the EADTs.

Systems Used.  WebCAV will be used to report Receipts, Inductions, Completions, Scrap, etc. as stated in the WebCAV SOW.  Email messages will be generated from TACOM to TAP daily containing the following EADTs; A5_, A5J, and AC6.  TAP will file transfer EADTs equal to AG6 on a daily basis to the designated TACOM server for uploading to the proper TACOM CCSS mainframe.  If TAP or TACOM communication systems fail to transmit data because of technical communications problems, TAP or TACOM is responsible to transmit and report the data using another acceptable means.

The Routing Identifier Code (RIC) = AJZ, and Department of Defense Activitiy Address Code (DoDAAC) = W90454, identifying the TAP facility, will be used for the EADT process.
