(a) The Governnment will award a contract resulting fromthis solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conformng to the
solicitation will be npst advantageous to the CGovernnent, price and other factors considered. The follow ng factors shall be used to
eval uate offers:

(1) PRICE

TACOM Rl will evaluate offers based on prices proposed for all ordering periods and any other price related factors required by the
solicitation.
