Unless otherwise permitted by law, payment shall be made by check payable to the Treasurer of the United States and sent to the

contract administration office identified in this contract or by electronic funds transfer to that office.

  (2)  Interest will be charged if payment is not made by the specified payment date or, in the absence of a specified date, the

61st day following completion of the rental period.  Interest will accrue at the "Renegotiation Board Interest Rate" (published
