(I') Due date. The designated paynent office will make progress paynents on the 30TH DAY after the designated billing office receives a
proper progress paynent request. In the event that the Governnent requires an audit or other review of a specific progress paynent
request to ensure conpliance with the terms and conditions of the contract, the designated paynment office is not conpelled to nmake
paynment by the specified due date. Progress paynents are considered contract financing and are not subject to the interest penalty
provision of the Pronpt Paynent Act.
