            (i)  Modifications of a type customarily available in the commercial marketplace; or

and sold in substantial quantities, on a competitive basis, to multiple State and local Governments.

(d)  Component means any item supplied to the Federal Government as part of an end item or of another component.

     (e)  Nondevelopmental item means--

          (1)  Any previously developed item of supply used exclusively for governmental purposes by a Federal agency, a State or

local government, or a foreign government with which the United States has a mutual defense cooperation agreement;

          (2)  Any item described in paragraph (e)(1) of this definition that requires only minor modification or modifications

of a type customarily available in the commercial marketplace in order to meet the requirements of the procuring department or

agency; or

          (3)  Any item of supply being produced that does not meet the requirements of paragraph (e)(1) or (e)(2) solely because

the item is not in use.
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     (f)  ’’Contracting Officer’’ means a person with the authority to enter into, administer, and/or terminate contracts and

make related determinations and findings.
